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Curriculum Intent 
Our Curriculum has been designed by Cronton CE to provide a bespoke, unique and exciting curriculum that is tailor-made to suit our children, their learning and their futures.  Every child is unique and important. They are at the centre of their learning; starting as part of a class, whole school, the local community and then on to their future role in modern Britain and as a future global citizen. Our KEYS curriculum develops each child and the understanding that Knowledge and skills Empower You to Succeed.

Music
Introduction

"Music is a universal language that embodies one of the highest forms of creativity. A high-quality music education should engage and inspire pupils to develop a love of music and their talent as musicians, and so increase their self-confidence, creativity and sense of achievement."

Intent

At Cronton CE we aim to foster an enjoyment and appreciation of music. This includes the development of an understanding of the interrelated dimensions of music: pitch, dynamics, duration, tempo, timbre, texture and structure. Furthermore, we aim to encourage self expression through music and to develop an awareness of the music of ours and other cultures including an awareness of a variety of musical styles.

The National Curriculum for music aims to ensure that all pupils:
• Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music
• Be taught to sing, create and compose music
• Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated.
We are committed to ensuring children understand the value and importance of music in the wider community, and are able to use their musical skills, knowledge, and experiences to involve themselves in music in a variety of different contexts. 

Implementation

At Cronton CE we use Charanga to support our teaching of music across the school as these resources complement the National Curriculum requirements and scaffold the learning opportunities across Key Stages.  The Long Term Plan for Music (Appendix 1) shows how the Charanga units of work are used alongside History of Music units to ensure coverage of the National Curriculum throughout the school.  As shown on the Long Term Plan, children are exposed to wider musical opportunities such as taking part in the Nativity in KS1 and the Junior Production in KS2, as well as singing regularly in Whole School Worship.

Children in KS2 have a Music Timeline stuck into the back of music books which is referred to during lessons, to develop their understanding of the History of Music and where each song or piece of music studied fits within the History of Music.  The History of Music is also taught discreetly through 4 units across KS2 covering composers and musicians from 1000 to the present day.

In music, segregated learning objectives at the start of each lesson are not appropriate. Instead the interrelated dimensions of music weave through the units to encourage the development of musical skills as the learning progresses through listening and appraising, differing musical activities (including creating and exploring) and performing.

The Medium Term Plans for Music (example shown below) show the KEY knowledge, skills and vocabulary to be taught throughout the unit, as well as providing background knowledge related to the musical genre or style for the class teacher.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Lesson Structure

Units in Music are taught through a sequence of six hourly discreet lessons over a term.
Lessons are delivered according to the following three strands:
· Listen and Appraise
At the start of each lesson children listen to and appraise a piece of music.  This may be the unit song or another song by the same artist / composer or of the same musical genre.  After listening to the piece of music, children are encouraged to discuss the piece using musical vocabulary and referring to the interrelated dimensions of music.  Suggestions for pieces of music to listen and appraise are provided in the Charanga resources.
· Musical Activities
All musical activities are based around the unit song, provided by Charanga.  The following musical activities are included:
· Games embed the Interrelated Dimensions of Music through repetition.
· Singing is at the heart of all the musical learning.
· Playing instruments with the song to be learnt - tuned/un-tuned classroom percussion. A sound-before-symbol approach is used but scores are provided as an understanding of notation is introduced to the children.
· Improvising with the song using voices and instruments.
· Composing with the song using instruments.
Not all musical activities are covered in every lesson, however Medium and Short Term Plans are designed in a way that covers all activities across the six week unit.
· Perform
At the end of each lesson a performance takes place in which the children can share their learning from the lesson.  A discussion should take place after each performance about what went well and what could be improved next time.  Each lesson works towards a final performance at the end of each unit which will take place in front of an audience.

Special educational  needs & disabilities (SEND)  
Music lessons are inclusive to pupils with special educational needs and disabilities. Within the music lesson, teachers have a responsibility to not only provide support for children with SEND but also activities that provide sufficient challenge for children who are high achievers. It is the teachers’ responsibility to ensure that all children are challenged at a level appropriate to their ability.  
Equal Opportunities  
Positive attitudes towards music are encouraged, so that all children, regardless of race, gender, ability or special needs, including those for whom English is a second language, develop an enjoyment and confidence with music.  
The aim is to ensure that everyone makes progress and gains positively from lessons and to plan inclusive lessons where all children are exposed to the different levels within the lesson. This will help develop the expected standard as well as greater depth learning.  
Music in EYFS
Music is an integral part of the Early Years curriculum, with children frequently being exposed to songs, nursery rhymes and chants.  Children learn to sing songs and nursery rhymes, find the pulse of a piece of music and to clap or speak simple rhythmic phrases.  Children have the opportunity to explore and experiment with different musical instruments.  Charanga is also used in Early Years to familiarise children with the structure of music lessons in preparation for KS1.
Health and Safety
As in all areas of the curriculum, safety of the children is paramount. Children must be taught to use equipment and instruments safely and correctly and should never be allowed outside the school grounds unsupervised.
Resources
Musical instruments and other resources are stored in a designated Music Cupboard.  All staff have access to the music resources and have a responsibility for looking after the instruments and returning them to the cupboard after use.
Enrichment Opportunities
At Cronton CE we have a school choir that engages in the community and provides opportunities to take part in performances.  We also have opportunities for music tuition in KS2 through the ‘Schools Music Service’ in a range of instruments including violin, clarinet and keyboards.

Our Learning Attitudes are at the core of all learning including music. Some of the values included which are fundamental to the teaching of music are perseverance, curiosity and teamwork.

Impact

Impact will be measured through assessment in the music lessons.  Children will be assessed against the key knowledge and skills as identified on Medium Term Plans.  Music is assessed formatively throughout the lessons, through the marking of music books and recording of performances.  The final end of unit performance can also be used as an assessment opportunity.

Each teacher should complete a co-ordinator monitoring sheet at the end of each unit and send it to the music co-ordinator.

The music co-ordinator will use this information to:
· Gain an understanding of progress and attainment across year groups and each Key Stage.
· Any needs for further resourcing.
· Identify any staff CPD requirements.

Marking
Marking of children’s work is essential to ensure they make further progress. Work is marked in line with the school marking policy. Children are given time to read teachers’ comments and make corrections or improvements in the review section. Responses to marking are made as close to the work as possible, ideally at the start of the next lesson. Some pieces of work in Music can be marked by children themselves, with support and guidance from the teacher.
Further Subject Lead Responsibilities
· To lead in the development of music throughout the school.  
· Help form policy development and the production of medium term plans; designed to ensure progression and continuity in music throughout the school. 
· To support colleagues in their implementation of the scheme of work, assessment and record keeping activities. 
· To monitor the planning, teaching and learning of music throughout the school.  
· To provide teachers with support in the teaching of music and to provide staff with CPD opportunities in relation to music within the confines of the budget and the School Improvement Plan  
· To monitor and maintain high quality resources.
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
