Dear Parents  

Welcome to our Attendance Newsletter for the Spring Term. This gives important information 
regarding attendance matters at Cronton CE Primary School for this term, detailing any            
promotions that we are running to raise school attendance. It also reminds parents/carers of      
parental responsibilities relating to school attendance. 

It will also include: 

• The weekly and termly attendance derby winners results. (Your child’s weekly class attend-
ance results are printed in our schools weekly newsletter.) 

The individual names of those children who have 100% attendance for the previous term. 

Cronton CE termly and yearly certificates 2019/20. 

In order to improve and recognise school attendance here at Cronton, pupils will again have the 
opportunity to be rewarded with an attendance certificate for attending school 100% during each 
of the 3 terms - autumn, spring and summer. All children who attend school 100% for each term 
will receive a certificate during the first star badge assembly after the end of each term.    

The award certificate scheme allows pupils a fresh opportunity at the start of each term to work 
towards that terms reward certificate; for example if they did not achieve their autumn certifi-
cate, they could still achieve both their spring and summer certificates if they attend every day 
for those terms. 

Cronton CE Primary School rewards those children who attend school every day. All children who 
attend school 100% for the whole of the term (either Autumn, Spring and Summer) will be        
entered into a draw for a £15 Smyths Voucher.  

If they attend 100% for the whole academic year (all 3 terms) they will receive an attendance 
certificate, badge, and will be entered into a draw to win a £50 Smyths toy store voucher at the 
end of the summer term, as well as having a film afternoon.

Parental responsibilities 

Parents should ensure pupils are in school by 8.50am ready for morning registration. (The door 
is open from 8.40am to 9:00am for Reception to Year 6 pupils).  

A pupil arriving after 8.50am but before 9.30am for the morning session will be marked ‘late’. 

A pupil arriving after 9.30am will be marked as late after register closes. This is recorded as an 
unauthorised absence and is marked as a “U “code for the session. 
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If your child is going to be absent, parents must: 

 

Contact school as soon as possible on the first day of absence and provide a reason for the           
absence, even if your child was sent home from school the previous day due to illness. 

Update the school every school morning that the absence continues. 

Send a written confirmation of the reason for the absence on the first day your child re-
turns to school – you must do this even though you have already telephoned us. Please 
ensure you state the dates of absence on this letter. 

If you do not contact school on the first day of absence and a reason is not provided, you 
will receive a welfare call from a member of staff and may even receive a home visit.
