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Homework Expectations
 
Reading
Reading is part of the children’s homework so they should read each school night for about 15 -20 minutes or a minimum of 5 nights. Please sign the children’s books when they read each night for 15 minutes.
 

Spelling
Spelling books will be sent home each Monday with new spellings. They following Monday they will be tested and given new spellings giving them a week to practise and learn the spellings or spelling rule. Please practise the spellings. A couple a night is better than all in one go. The children will also be tested on 5 secret spellings from previous list.

P.E. Kit
This consists of a white T-shirt and royal blue shorts and for outdoor PE, a royal blue sweatshirt and plain black or navy tracksuit bottoms. The P.E. uniform is obligatory. They do not usually need to wear plimsoles / pumps for indoor P.E. as we are advised that bare foot work helps develop the feet better. Pumps should only be worn in cases of a foot infection. For outdoors, the children should pumps.

Please note that children will only be allowed to wear the outdoor kit mentioned above or their school jumper for outdoor PE. All other types of track suits, jogging suits, football kits etc will not be allowed to be worn for PE. 

Earrings Policy 
For safety reasons, earrings are not permitted We have listened to concerns from parents about ears closing and will be permitting the clear plastic retainers if children are unable to take earrings out until they are fully healed. For PE, these must still be covered with secure tape for safety reasons which needs to be provided by parents. Please be aware that wearing retainers are still a safety risk.




PE Day 
Changes From September, we will move to one longer PE session per week. On their designated PE day, children should come to school wearing their full PE kit. Our day will be a Wednesday. If you are purchasing the new kit, please check the newsletter for more information or speak to the office.

Multiplication Check - What is the Year 4 Multiplication Tables Check (MTC)?
· It’s an online test for pupils in Year 4 (ages 8–9 in England).
· The purpose is to see how well children know their times tables up to 12 × 12.
· Introduced by the UK Department for Education as a way to ensure children are fluent in multiplication facts before moving on to more advanced maths.
·  Children answer 25 questions.
· Each question is a multiplication fact (e.g., 7 × 8).
· Pupils have 6 seconds to answer each question, with a 3-second pause before the next one.
· It usually takes no more than 5 minutes to complete.

Reading at Home 
At Cronton we would like to instil a love of reading. Reading is a high priority to us in every year. We hope that you continue to help in this very important area. To help this try and:
· Have books changed regularly so a variety of genres are read.
· Encourage daily reading aloud / story reading and discussion of books.
· Quality time rather than quantity is vital.
· Please assist the staff by encouraging your child’s reading at home by sharing books, listening to and reading with your child.
· Use dictionaries to clarify meanings of unknown words.
· Children should bring their book in each day and place in tray first thing in the morning.
· Ask questions about the text to infer and discuss point of view.
Please ensure that you sign the reading record book to show that your child has read to complete the reading challenge.

Reading Ninja Challenge
In a drive to reward the children who read more at home, Cronton C of E Primary School are continuing to run the Reading Ninja Challenge. The children will be rewarded with ‘Reading Belts’ in the form of a certificate. To gain a belt they will need to read 25 times. For a 'read' to count towards a band your child needs to share a book with an adult for at least 10-15 minutes. This could be their school reading book, library book, book from home or a comic. 
An adult must sign their reading record book and only one read per day counts (so there is a maximum of seven reads per week). Older, confident readers may read to themselves but must still have their reading record signed by an adult.  We recommend a period of a minimum of 15 minutes for a signature in their reading record. Class teachers will ask for your child's reading record every week to total and record the number of reads for each child. As they gain more signatures, they will progress through the coloured belts. We hope that this will be an exciting way of encouraging the children to read at home every day. 
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Library Time 
Our class has been given an allocated slot to visit the school library. The children will be able to choose a book from the library to take home. This may be one that they can enjoy themselves or choose one to be read to them. They can keep the book until they have finished. They will only be allowed to change the book once they have returned the current book.

Children will continue to enter the school through the main door in the morning and out through the classroom door in the afternoon.

Snacks
Your child is allowed a healthy snack during break times. If you wish for your child to have a piece of toast on Tuesdays for their snack, please pay via ParentPay. The cost will be £7.50 and will cover a piece of toast each week up to when we finish school in July 2026.
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At lunch times, we also have the Swap Station.
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Music tuition
This year, children will get violin lessons. They can only bring the violin in school each Monday and rent the violin for a year. At the end of the year, they will get the opportunity to perform in the summer concert.
